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1. NAME

The Club exists under authority delegated by the Executive Committee of the Appleby Frodingham Sports and Social Club, hereinafter called AFSSC and shall be known as “The Appleby Frodingham Tennis Club” hereinafter called the “Club”.

2. RULES

The club shall abide by these rules and by the rules of AFSSC then in force, which rules in the event of conflict with anything herein contained shall be deemed to prevail. These rules and any alterations or amendments thereto shall be adopted by the Club at an Annual General Meeting or other Special Meeting called for that purpose as provided in these Rules. Any amendments to these rules must be forwarded to AFSSC to ensure consistency with the AFSSC constitution.

3. MEMBERSHIP

Membership of the Club shall be open to all members of AFSSC on payment of the appropriate annual subscription. Non-members of the AFSSC shall only be admitted to full playing membership at the discretion of the General Committee and shall be called Associate Members. Any such members shall have the right to vote at any meeting of the Club or its committee. The club must advise AFSSC of all Associate Members and forward the appropriate Membership fee in April each year or when new members join.

4. MANAGEMENT

The management of the club shall be in the hands of a General Committee of members who shall in all things act for and on behalf of the Club in accordance with these rules.

The decision of this committee in any matter shall be binding except as provided in Rule 17.

5. GENERAL COMMITTEE

The General Committee shall consist of – 

1). A Chair, a Vice-Chair, a General Secretary, and a Treasurer as officers.


2). A Team Manager for each regular senior team.


3). A Junior Secretary.


4). A Club Coach.
 


5). Up to ten further members.

The quorum at a committee meeting shall be five members, which must include the Secretary and Chair (or Vice-chair).

All of the above shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting (AGM).

All members nominated for election at the AGM must be fully paid up members of the section.

Nominations must be made at the AGM and voted upon by those present. Nominations may be made by proxy in the event of the nominator not being able to attend the meeting.

One member of the committee shall be elected at each AGM to represent the section on the AFSSC Executive Committee.

The committee thus constituted shall remain in office until the next following AGM and shall have the power to co-opt additional members as may be necessary efficiently to discharge its business. Such co-opted members shall have the power to vote in committee.

The quorum for an AGM shall be eight members.

6. FURTHER OFFICIAL POSITIONS

From within the ten further members (or co-opted as necessary) may be elected the positions listed below. Anyone taking up one of these volunteer positions will, if not already, become a member of the General Committee.

A list of all officials of the section, including members of the committee, shall be posted in the Tennis Pavilion and, if appropriate, the club website - www.appfrodtennis.co.uk
7. ROLL DESCRIPTIONS

A description of the main tasks of the official positions, as elected in Rules 5 and 6, are added to these rules as an addendum.

8. TEAM SELECTION

It shall be the responsibility of the individual Team Managers to select, contact and ensure that the teams for which they are responsible are present to play the match.

Any disputes involved in this process should be referred to the General Committee via the General Secretary.
9. PRESIDENT AND VICE-PRESIDENTS

The club may invite at its AGM one member of AFSSC to be its President for the ensuring year. They may also invite any number of members to be Vice-Presidents for the ensuring year.

10. FINANCIAL YEAR

The Club year shall be from 1st November to 31st October.
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11. FINANCE

The Club Committee shall make adequate financial arrangements with the aim that the Club shall be self-supporting.

The Subscription year shall be 1st April to 31st March.

The subscription to the Tennis Section shall be decided at each AGM of the section and shall cover the full subscription year. 

For members joining after September 1st for play on the hard courts only, a winter subscription will be charged, which will be decided by the Committee at the AGM.

12. MEMBERSHIP CARDS

All prospective members must fill in an application form for membership each year.

Membership cards shall be issued on payment of the subscription and any member must produce his or her card on demand by any official of AFSSC or Tennis Section Committee.

13. VISITORS

Visitors will be permitted to play on the Club courts on payment of a fee which shall be decided at the AGM and displayed in the pavilion.

14. CODE OF CONDUCT

The committee shall have the power to suspend or expel any member for neglecting or refusing to conform to the Clubs Code of Conduct.

15. USE OF FACILITIES

The Club Committee shall be responsible to AFSSC for the proper use of buildings, grounds and general equipment at the Brumby Hall grounds.

The Secretary must be notified at once if any damage occurs to Club Property.
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16. CLUB RULES

The committee shall have the power to suspend any of the Club Sectional rules at their discretion. Such suspensions to be entered in the Minutes and also posted in a conspicuous position in the pavilion.

Notice of the AGM shall be given at least four weeks before that AGM. A minimum of ten members may, on giving 21 days notice to the Secretary, call for an extraordinary AGM of the section.

Any proposed changes to Club Rules shall be with the Secretary at least 28 days before these meetings and will be circulated to members.

All proposals regarding club rules must be submitted for approval to the Executive Committee before being adopted by the Club. Copies of the rules shall be made available to the members of the Club.

17. INTERPRETATION OF THESE RULES

Any question or matter not provided for, or covered by, the foregoing rules, or relative to the interpretation of the rules, shall be referred to the Tennis Committee whose discretion shall be final, except where the question may come under the jurisdiction of AFSSC.
